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Aid and aide sound alike, but their meanings are different.

Aid can be a noun or verb. As a noun it means help or support. As a verb 
 it means to help or support.

Example 1: He will win with the aid of his friends.
Example 2: She came to aid of wounded soldier.

Aide is a noun meaning an assistant.

Example 1: The nurse’s aide took the patient’s temperature.
