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Many prefixes we use in English originally come from Greek 
or Latin words. The prefix ad- is from Latin meaning “to” 
or “towards.” The prefix su-/suc-/suf-/sup-/sus- is from 

the same Latin prefix as -sub meaning “under” or “below.” If  you 
understand what the prefix means, it will help you understand the 
meaning of  the whole word. For example, the root word mit means 
“send.”  Combine ad- with mit, and it becomes the word admit. 
Based on its original meaning, admit means “send toward” or allow 
someone to go someplace.
